As aresearch degree, the Ph.D. is awarded for demonstrating competence in research by
successfully defending a doctoral dissertation. The emphasis is on developing knowledge and skills
in curriculum studies and the ability to conduct original research. A general program of study is
outlined below. Students are required to take a suitable number and variety of graduate courses and
research apprenticeships to prepare them for the qualifying examination and the dissertation. The
program requires 60 hours after acceptance into the program. The Ph.D. in Educational Studies:
Curriculum Studies includes the following requirements.
